Hub is an honorary member of CEASA now SAPCI and he served on the Board as Secretary from 1985 until 1995.  Then he became Vice President and President.   Hub served on the Board until early 2000.   That is 15 years actively involved in Cost Engineering!!

CEASA was Hub’s life and he spent a lot of time to further Cost Engineering in Africa, he was awarded a plaque by ICEC (International Cost Engineering Council) for his work in Africa regarding Cost Engineering.

Hub always said that we MUST speak the same language.   For him Terminology was the bible of Cost Engineering.

Further more he was passionate about productivity and was always busy gathering data and comparing the productivity on projects.   His greatest concern about South Africa was our productivity.

Hub was always working and I never heard that he was on holiday but somehow he found the time to become a radio amateur furthermore he loves to read the books of the Dutch author Havank and has a whole library full of his favourite books.    He was a very big collector of Southern African’s stamps.
